Article I – Name

Article III – Organization

Section 1
The (School Name) DECA chapter may be chartered as a member of Louisiana DECA upon approval Louisiana DECA Executive Committee.

Article IV – Voting

Section 1

Article V – Meetings

Regular meetings shall be held at least once each month during the school year.

Parliamentary procedure of all meetings will be governed by Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised Guide to Parliamentary Procedure.
Article VI – Officers
Section 1

Section 2

Article X – Amendments
